Arrival 
Review Schoolwide Guidelines

The teacher will ask the students to identify the “4 Tiger Traits”. (We Are Responsible; We Are Respectful; We Are Caring Citizens; We Are Problem Solvers)  He/she will then explain that they are going to talk about how we can follow these guidelines when arriving at school.
Skill Teaching and Critical Expectations for the playground
· “What are some ways you think we can show we are using the “4 Tiger Traits” when arriving at school?”  (Try to shape the student responses into observable behaviors.)
· “There are several ways to demonstrate the “4 Tiger Traits” when we are arriving at school.
We Are Respectful
· Keep hands, feet & objects to self

· Use quiet voice

· Listen silently to announcements

We Are Responsible

· Be on time

· Have all belongings organized and ready

· Be patient

· Walk directly to your classroom
We Are Caring Citizens
· Be helpful to others when needed

· Be polite
· Use good manners
We Are Problem Solvers
· Enter building using closest entrance to drop off

· Report real problems to staff

Demonstration & Role Play

Demonstration:

1. Take students to the front door for this discussion. 
“I’m going to show you some ways to be respectful, responsible, caring, and how to be a problem solver. I am also going to show ways to be disrespectful, irresponsible, uncaring and acting before thinking.  I want you to watch and see if you can tell if I am following the “4 Tiger Traits”
2. Following each demonstration, ask the students if you were being respectful, responsible, caring or were a problem solver.  When students identify non-examples, ask what you might do instead.

Role Plays

Following each role play, ask:

· Were they being respectful?  How do you know, or why do you think so?

· Were they being responsible? How do you know, or why do you think so?

· Were they being caring? How do you know, or why do you think so?

· Were they being problem solvers? How do you know, or why do you think so?
Review and Check for Understanding
Once all students have seen the demonstration and role plays, return to your classroom for review.

· Ask students to identify key actions for each of the 4 Tiger Traits.
· Review the guidelines using posters and allow for any unanswered questions.

Homework

· Remind students that you and others will be watching them to see how well they are doing at following the 4 Tiger Traits.

· Explain to students that everyone is learning the same expectations.  Teachers will be asking students questions regarding the skills they are learning.
