Teaching Script of Schoolwide Expectations for

Bus
Review Schoolwide Guidelines

The teacher will ask the students to identify the “4 Stevenson Star Behaviors”. (We Are Respectful; We Are Responsible; We Are Caring; We Are Problem Solvers)  He/she will then explain that they are going to talk about how we can follow these guidelines while on the bus.
Skill Teaching and Critical Expectations for the bus
· “What are some ways you think we can show we are using the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors while on the bus?”  (Try to shape the student responses into observable behaviors.)
· “There are several ways to demonstrate the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors while on the bus.” 
We Are Respectful

· Follow bus rules 

· Follow adult signals and/or directions

We Are Responsible
· Be honest
· Follow bus rules
· Pay attention, be ready for your stop

· Load and unload in an orderly manner

· Stay in assigned seat

· Take all materials on and off the bus

· Seat to seat, back to back, feet on floor

We Are Caring
· Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself 

· Use kind works and actions
· Wait your turn patiently

· Be helpful to others when needed

We Are Problem Solvers
· Think before you act
· Do what is right even when no one is watching
· Report problems to the bus driver
Posters will say:
· Follow bus rules

· Follow bus driver directions

· Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself 

· Speak softly and use kind words
· Stay seated “back on back”, “seat on seat” and “feet on floor”
Demonstration & Role Play

Demonstration:

1. Take students to the bus for this discussion. 
“I’m going to show you how to be respectful, responsible, caring, and how to be a problem solver. Then I am going to show you some ways to be disrespectful, irresponsible, uncaring and a non-problem solver. I want you to watch and see if you can tell if I am following the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors.
2. Following each demonstration, ask the students if you were being respectful, responsible, caring, and a problem solver.  When students identify non-examples, ask what you might do instead.
Non-Examples
1. Open a can of pop and a bag of carrots while on the bus

2. Bus driver instructs you where to sit and you go sit in a different seat next to your friend

3. Hitting someone with a fist or object

4. Throwing paper

5. Yelling over the seats

6. Turning around , on your knees, in the aisle way

7. Kicking the back of seats

Role Plays

1. Pick various students to role play appropriate examples of following the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors.
Examples

2. Talk softly to neighbor while sitting correctly
3. Pay attention and be ready for your stop
4. Unload in an orderly way
5. If you find money on the bus seat, you turn it into the bus driver
6. The “exploding book bag”…another student asks if the student needs help and then helps if asked
Following each role play, ask:

7. Were they being respectful?  How do you know, or why do you think so?

8. Were they being responsible? How do you know, or why do you think so?

9. Were they being caring? How do you know, or why do you think so?

10. Were they being a problem solver? How do you know, or why do you think so?

Review and Check for Understanding

Once all students have seen the demonstration and role plays, return to your classroom for review.

· Ask students to identify key actions for each of the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors.
· Review the guidelines using posters and allow for any unanswered questions.

Homework
· Remind students that you and others will be watching them to see how well they are doing at following the 4 Stevenson Star Behaviors.
· Explain to students that everyone is learning the same expectations.  Teachers will be asking students questions regarding the skills they are learning.
